ü Bring your waste in its original containers whenever possible. 
ü Do not mix different products. 
ü Collect your waste containers in disposable boxes or bins, which should be 

transported in your trunk.   
ü STAY IN YOUR CAR WHILE THE CHEMICALS ARE REMOVED. 
ü NO SMOKING IN YOUR CAR!  Most wastes are flammable. 
ü Be prepared to wait between 5 and 30 minutes. 
ü If possible, leave children and pets at home.  Do not put your Household HazWaste in
