AMENDMENT TO AVON ZONING REGULATIONS
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Amend SECTION II – INTERPRETATION OF REGULATIONS, as follows:

C.
DEFINITIONS
FLOOD PLAIN ‑ All land adjacent to the Farmington River and Roaring Brook which falls below the August, 1955 Flood Line (modified to compensate for subsequent flood control measures) as determined by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers in their studies entitled, "Flood Plain Information Farmington River Summary Report dated March, 1966" and "Flood Plain Information Roaring Brook Summary Report dated November, 1966" and based on elevations established by the U.S. Coastal and Geodetic Survey, the flood line and the elevations are incorporated as part of these Zoning Regulations; and, all land adjacent to Hawley, Wiggin, Nod, Chidsey and Thompson brooks which falls below the 500-year-flood elevation as determined by the Federal Emergency Management Agency in their Flood Insurance Study of June, 1986 and based on elevations established by the U.S. Coastal and Geodetic Survey, the flood profile and the elevations are incorporated as part of these Zoning Regulations.

100‑YEAR‑FLOOD PLAIN ‑ Areas of special flood hazard which include all land adjacent to the Farmington River and Roaring Brook and all land adjacent to Hawley Brook, Big Brook, Lake Erie Brook, Nod Brook, Chidsey Brook, and Thompson Brook which falls below the 100‑year‑flood‑frequency profile as determined by the Federal Emergency Management Agency in their Flood Insurance Study of June, 1986, which establishes detailed flood profile and elevations, or as otherwise mapped on the Floodway Flood Boundary and Floodway Map, revised June 17, 1986, prepared by the Federal Emergency Management Agency.

FLOODWAY ‑ The channel of a river or other watercourse and adjacent land areas that must be reserved in order to discharge the base flood without cumulatively increasing the water surface elevation more than one (1) foot as shown on the Federal Emergency Management Agency's Flood Insurance Rate Maps for the Town of Avon, CT, dated June 17, 1986.
